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The South West SCITT Secondary programme was initiated in 1993 to train teachers in the important shortage areas of Technology and Science.  The training is based in working schools and throughout the forty week courses emphasis is placed on practical experience in the classroom.  The consortium trains teachers for the 11-16 age range with Primary and 16 + experences in Design & Technology, IT, Modern Foreign Languages (French and German) and Science.

Eligibility
Selection criteria are broad.  Particularly we are interested in potential trainee teachers with outstanding potential and a passionate commitment to teaching.  We welcome mature entrants with experience of industry, ideally in a high-technology or manufacturing environment.  However, we have seven formal requirements.  To be eligible for the programme you must:
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Declaration of any criminal convictions through an enhanced clearance from the Criminal Records Bureau.  The Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974 does not apply to the teaching profession.
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be fit and healthy and will need to complete a self declaration health questionnaire you maybe asked to provide verification  if you have had a health related problem.
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have a UK degree or its equivalent in a relevant subject; for design and technology training, subjects such as engineering, science (especially physics), design (especially industrial or commercial design) or technology are relevant; for science training, all subject specialisms related to one or more science subjects are relevant; for French and German a degree or equivalent is required.
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be committed to technology, science or languages education, particularly as it applies to the needs of manufacturing businesses and commerce;
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intend to make teaching your career;
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be willing to continue your professional development after you complete your initial training and start work;
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have GCSE’s of at least grade C or their equivalent in English, Maths and Science (for technology preferably physics and French or German for language applicants).

Funding

The programme is funded by the Training & Development Agency for Schools (TDA) and trainee teachers accepted are eligible for a mandatory LA grant as well as a Training Salary of £9000 paid in nine equal instalments.  Trainees in shortage subjects may also qualify for a teaching incentive (£2500) in the case of Science the incentive is (£5000).
Tuition Fees

Tuition Fess have been set at £2900 (you are able to apply for a means tested maintenance grant from your LA ).
Validation

The courses are validated by Roehampton University, and lead to the award of the Professional Graduate Certificate in Education (PGCE at HE3 – Honours level) with the opportunity to pursue the award of Post Graduate Certificate in Education (HE4 – Master’s level) to successful students in 2009.  Accreditation is given by the TDA (Training & Development Agency for Schools) and leads to Qualified Teacher Status (QTS).
